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For most people, newspapers are valuable as carriers of news. They are valuable for
other reasons too. With their wide variety of text-types and language styles, newspapers
are a good basis for language study. They are sources of language which you will not
find in conventional language learning materials and which will help you to be familiar
with and use many different communicative skills.

Newspapers also help you to share ideas and to understand cultural values, and the
great variety of information in them makes them interesting to work with. Furthermore,
if you do not work with newspaper samples during your language studies, you will be
badly prepared to manage them when you live or travel in an English-speaking country,
such as Great Britain and the United States.

It is important for you to get into the 'newspaper habit' by reading a little of an English
language newspaper on a regular basis. If you are unable to buy one, it will often be
possible for you to read English newspapers in a school, college or city library. Regular
reading will help you to understand recent news events more clearly and recognize
differences in life-styles. I hope that, at the very least, this unit will encourage you to
adopt the newspaper habit.

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Obesity 1s a medical condition in which excess body fat has been stored to the extent

that it may have an opposing offect on health, leading to reduced lifespan and / or
increased health problems. Body mass index (BMI), the measurement which compares
weight and height, defines people as overweight (pre - obese) when their BMI is
between 25 kg / m2, and obese when it is greater than 30 kg/m2.
Obesity increases the posibillity of various diseaes, particularly heart disease, type 2
diabetes, breathing difficulties during sleep, certain types of cancer, and osteoarthritis.
Obesity is most commonly caused by a combination of too much dietary calories, lack
of physical activity, ond genetic susceptibillity, although genes, endocrine disorders,
medications or psychiatric illnesses cause a few cases. Evidence to support the view that
some obese people eat little yet gain weight due to a slow metabolism is limited; on
average obese people have a greater energy spending than their thin counterparts due to
the energy required keeping an increased body mass.

The main teatment for obesity is dieting and physical exercise. To supplement this, or
in case of failure, anti-obesity drugs may be taken to reduce appetite or prevent fat
absorption. In severe cases, surgery is performed or an interagastric ballon is placed to
reduce stomach volume and/or bowel length, leading to earlier satiation and reduced
ability to absorb nutrients from food.

Obesity 1s a leading preventable cause of death worldwide, with increasing occurrence
in adults and children, and authorities view it as one of the most serious public health
problems of the 2 1st century.

Of all the many wonders that man has observes on Earth, in the sea or in the sky, the
most interesting of all seems to be man himself.

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Peru's Inca Indians first grew potatoes in the Andes Mountains in about 2000 BC.
Spanish conquistadors brought potatoes to Europe, and colonists brought them to
America. Potatoes are fourth on the list of the world's food staples-after wheat, corn, and
rice. Today, Americans consume about 140 pounds of potatoes per person every year,
while Europeans eat twice as many.

One of our favorite ways to eat potatoes is 1 the form of potato chips. While Thomas
Jefferson was the American ambassador to France, he brought the recipe for thick-cut,
French-ffried potatoes to America. He served French fries to guests at the White House
in 1802 and at his home, Monticello.

A Native American chef named George Crum created the first potato chips on August
24,1853, at Moon Lake Lodge in Saratoga, New York. He became angry when a diner
complained that his French fries wer too thick, so he sliced the potatoes as thinly as
possible, making them too thin and crisp to eat with a fork. The diner loved them, and
potato chips were born. In 1860, Chef Crum opened his own restaurant and offered a
basket of potato chips on every table.

Joe "Spud" Murphy and Seamus Burke produced the world's first seasoned crisps,
cheese & onion and salt & vinegar chips, in the 1650s in Ireland.

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Life originated in the early seas less than a billion years after the Earth was formed. Yet
another three billion years were to pass before the first plants and animals appeared on
the continents. Life's transition from the sea to the land was perhaps as much
evolutionary challenge as was the origin of life.

What forms of life were able to make such a serious change in lifestyle? The traditional
view of the first terrestrial organisms is based on mega fossils - relatively large specimens
of essentially whole plants and animal. In this view, prehistoric vascular plants first
colonized the margins of continental waters, followed by animals that fed on the plants,
and lastly by animals that hunt on the plant - eater . Moreover, the mega fossils suggest
that terrestrial life appeared and diversified explosively near the boundary between the
silurian and the Devonian periods, a little more than 400 million years ago.

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Edgar Allan Poe is today consider as one of the great authors of horror stories, but he
received very little recognition and almost no money for his stories while he lived.
Twenty five of his greatest stories were published in a collection called Tales of the
Grotesque and Arabesque, which appeared in 1840, but at the time little notice was
taken of it. Three years later, another story, The Gold Bug, was published, selling
300,000 copies, and by 1845 he had written 12 more stories, which he published in
Tales. His best known stories include The Pit And the Pendulum and The Tell-Tale
Heart, but it was a poem, The Raven, that brought him his greatest recognition as a
writer.

The centerpiece of a collection of thirty poems published in a volume titled The
Raven and Other Poems, it becomes quiet popular. The topic of the poem is grief over
the loss of and ideal love. The dramatic, almost theatrical tone, the intensity of the
repitition, and the hypnotic rhythm reflect the narrator's despondent and desperate state
of mind. When read aloud, it produces a powerfull effect.

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Mental and physical health professionals may consider referring clients and patients to
a music therapist for a number of reasons. It seems a particularly good choice for social
worker who i1s coordinating a client's case.

that it may have an opposing offect on health, leading to reduced lifespan and / or
increased health problems. Body mass index (BMI), the measurement which compares
weight and height, defines people as overweight (pre - obese) when their BMI is
between 25 kg / m2, and obese when it is greater than 30 kg/m2.
Obesity increases the posibillity of various diseaes, particularly heart disease, type 2
diabetes, breathing difficulties during sleep, certain types of cancer, and osteoarthritis.
Obesity is most commonly caused by a combination of too much dietary calories, lack
of physical activity, ond genetic susceptibillity, although genes, endocrine disorders,
medications or psychiatric illnesses cause a few cases. Evidence to support the view that
some obese people eat little yet gain weight due to a slow metabolism is limited; on
average obese people have a greater energy spending than their thin counterparts due to
the energy required keeping an increased body mass.

The main teatment for obesity is dieting and physical exercise. To supplement this, or
in case of failure, anti-obesity drugs may be taken to reduce appetite or prevent fat
absorption. In severe cases, surgery is performed or an interagastric ballon is placed to
reduce stomach volume and/or bowel length, leading to earlier satiation and reduced
ability to absorb nutrients from food.

Peru's Inca Indians first grew potatoes in the Andes Mountains in about 2000 BC.
Spanish conquistadors brought potatoes to Europe, and colonists brought them to
America. Potatoes are fourth on the list of the world's food staples-after wheat, corn, and
rice. Today, Americans consume about 140 pounds of potatoes per person every year,
while Europeans eat twice as many.

One of our favorite ways to eat potatoes is 1 the form of potato chips. While Thomas
Jefferson was the American ambassador to France, he brought the recipe for thick-cut,
French-ffried potatoes to America. He served French fries to guests at the White House
in 1802 and at his home, Monticello.

A Native American chef named George Crum created the first potato chips on August
24,1853, at Moon Lake Lodge in Saratoga, New York. He became angry when a diner
complained that his French fries wer too thick, so he sliced the potatoes as thinly as
possible, making them too thin and crisp to eat with a fork. The diner loved them, and
potato chips were born. In 1860, Chef Crum opened his own restaurant and offered a
basket of potato chips on every table.

Joe "Spud" Murphy and Seamus Burke produced the world's first seasoned crisps,
cheese & onion and salt & vinegar chips, in the 1650s in Ireland. In the United
Kingdom and Ireland, crisps are what, in the United States, is called potato chips, while
their chips refer to American French fries.

that it may have an opposing offect on health, leading to reduced lifespan and / or
increased health problems. Body mass index (BMI), the measurement which compares
weight and height, defines people as overweight (pre - obese) when their BMI is
between 25 kg / m2, and obese when it is greater than 30 kg/m?2.
Obesity increases the posibillity of various diseaes, particularly heart disease, type 2
diabetes, breathing difficulties during sleep, certain types of cancer, and osteoarthritis.
Obesity is most commonly caused by a combination of too much dietary calories, lack
of physical activity, ond genetic susceptibillity, although genes, endocrine disorders,
medications or psychiatric illnesses cause a few cases. Evidence to support the view that
some obese people eat little yet gain weight due to a slow metabolism is limited; on
average obese people have a greater energy spending than their thin counterparts due to
the energy required keeping an increased body mass.

The main teatment for obesity is dieting and physical exercise. To supplement this, or
in case of failure, anti-obesity drugs may be taken to reduce appetite or prevent fat
absorption. In severe cases, surgery is performed or an interagastric ballon is placed to
reduce stomach volume and/or bowel length, leading to earlier satiation and reduced
ability to absorb nutrients from food.
